The newspaper of 
record for the clothing industry, WWD has been called “the Wall Street Journal of the fashion world” and “the 
bible of fashion.”

Prior to the creation of The Women’s Wear Daily Archive, finding a particular topic, image, headline, or 
conducting any kind of comprehensive research on Women’s Wear Daily — the fashion industry’s newspaper 
of record — meant visiting an archive, combing through physical card catalogs, and hoping for a bit of luck. 
Even after conducting this kind of research, one couldn’t be sure a thorough survey had been done. Now, 
the entire archive will be fully indexed, available digitally, and accessible at academic institutions worldwide, 
opening up entirely new lines of inquiry for researchers.
